The Good Steward 

ÅA steward is a caretaker of someone 

elseôs possessions.  We are 

caretakers of what God has given us.  

We can use these blessings in any 

way as long as we donôt use them in 

the wrong way. 

ÅThe Seventh Commandment 

encourages us to be good stewards 

of what God has given us and to help 

others to be good stewards of their 

own gifts.

ÅWhat does God forbid in the Seventh 

Commandment? 

ïGod forbids every kind of robbery, theft, and 

dishonest way of getting things. 



Stealing: What is it? 

ÅRobbery 

ïAlways involves the threat of physical 

harm 

ÅTheft 

ïTaking by cunning or under cover of 

darkness or ignorance. 

ÅUsury 

ïOvercharging, charging excess interest, 

paying low wages 



Stealing: What is it? 

ÅFraud 

ïPromoting or selling 

something as genuine when it 

is a fake 

ïMisrepresenting another 

person 

ïCheating on tests, on the job, 

and in games 



Roots of Stealing 

ÅCovetousness 

ïDesiring to get for yourself what belongs to someone else 

ÅEnvy 

ïFeeling resentful or unhappy or even hateful because someone 

else has what you want for yourself 

ÅPartnership with Thieves 

ÅLaziness and loafing 
ÅIf you donôt do the job youôve been hired to do to the best of your ability, you 

are stealing from your employer 

ÅAgain, fundamentally a failure to trust in God. 



Effects of Stealing 

ÅThe law is written on our 

hearts.  This is evident 

because when you steal you 

ñfeel terrible.ò  

ÅYou not only hurt the people 

you are stealing from (and 

thereôs no such thing as a 

victimless crime), but you 

also hurt yourself.

ÅñSince everyone robs and steals from one 

another, God punishes one thief by means 

of another.  Or else where would we find 

enough gallows and ropes?ò

When he lies, he 

speaks out of his own character, for he is a liar and 

the father of lies.  

 



The Eighth Commandment 

êYou shall not give false 
testimony against your neighbor.  
ÅWhat does this mean?   

ÅWe should fear and love God so that we 

do not tell lies about our neighbor, betray 

him, slander him, or hurt his reputation, 

but defend him, speak well of him, and 

explain everything in the kindest way.

Catechism ï Questions and 

Answers 

ÅWhat does God forbid in the Eighth 

Commandment? 

ïGod forbids us to tell lies about our neighbor 

in a court of law or elsewhere, that is, to lie 

about, lie to, or withhold the truth from our 

neighbor. 

ïGod forbids us to betray our neighbor, that is 

to reveal our neighborôs secrets. 

ïGod forbids us to slander our neighbor or hurt 

our neighborôs reputation. 23 



God Wants the Truth 

ÅThe Eighth Commandment is also about how 

we use language.  What we say about 

someone may ruin their reputation.  What we 

say may also help to build anotherôs 

reputation. 

ïWhatôs more tempting, building someone up or 

tearing them down? 

ÅñFor it is a common evil plague that everyone prefers 

hearing evil more than hearing good about his 

neighbor.ò ï Lutherôs Large Catechism

Cyber Bullying 

Å Over half of adolescents and teens have been bullied online, and 

about the same number have engaged in cyber bullying.  

Å More than 1 in 3 young people have experienced cyberthreats 

online.  

Å Over 25 percent of adolescents and teens have been bullied 

repeatedly through their cell phones or the Internet.  

Å Well over half of young people do not tell their parents when cyber 

bullying occurs.

ÅWhat does God require of us in the Eighth

speak up and judge fairly; defend the rights of the 

poor and needy. 

ïWe should speak well of our neighbor, that is, we 

should praise our neighborôs good actions and 

qualities. 

ïWe should put the best meaning on everything, that 

is, we should explain our neighborôs actions in the 

best possible way.
